In summer, the mercury occasionally touches 50°C in some parts of the
Rajasthan desert, whereas it may be around 20°C in Pahalgam in Jammu
and Kashmir. On a winter night, temperature at Drass in Jammu and
Kashmir may be as low as minus 45°C. Thiruvananthapuram, on the other
hand, may have a temperature of 22° C. There are variations not only in the
form and types of precipitation but also in its amount and the seasonal
distribution. While precipitation is mostly in the form of snowfall in the
upper parts of Himalayas, it rains over the rest of the country. The annual
precipitation varies from over 400 cm in Meghalaya to less than 10 cm in
Ladakh and western Rajasthan. Most parts of the country receive rainfall
from June to September due to south west monsoon. But some parts like
the Tamil Nadu Coast gets a large portion of its rain during October and
November. In general, coastal areas experience less contrasts in
temperature conditions. Seasonal contrasts are more in the interior of the

The NHRC cannot by itself punish the guilty. That is the responsibility
of courts. The NHRC is there 0 make independent and credible inquiry
into any case of violation of human rights. It also inquires into any case
of abetment of such violation or negligence in controlling it by any
government officer and takes other general steps to promote human
rights in the country. National Human Rights Commission stepped in.
This is an independent commission set up by law in 1993. Like judiciary,
the Commission is independent of the government. The Commission is
appointed by the President and includes retired judges, officers and
eminent citizens. Yet it does not have the burden of deciding court cases.
So it can focus on helping the victim secure their human rights. These
include all the rights granted to the citizens by the Constitution. For
NHRC human rights also include the rights mentioned in the UN
sponsored international treaties that India has signed.
